Rules on Security Export Control
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(Purpose H 1)

Articlel #H1%
The purpose of these Rules hereunder is to stipulate required provisions for the
Okinawa Institute of Science and Technology Graduate University (hereinafter referred
to as the " University") for proper security export control (hereinafter referred to as the
"SEC") with consideration of the sound development of academic studies, in order to
contribute to the preservation of the peace and security of the international community.

The terms used in these Rules shall be as defined in the items below:

"FEFTA, etc." means the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act (Act
No0.228 of 1949, hereinafter referred to as "the Act") and cabinet orders,
ministerial orders and notifications pursuant to the Act.
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“Transfer of Technologies" means to deliver technologies, for example,
transfer in foreign countries, transfer to overseas, transfer to non-residents or
specific-category persons, or transfer to residents who obviously re-transfer
technologies to non-residents or specific-category persons.
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"Export of Goods" means to ship goods to a foreign country (including
carrying such goods overseas as a part of baggage) or, within Japan when
such goods will be apparently shipped to a foreign country.
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"Transaction” means the Transfer of Technologies or the Export of Goods.
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"List-controlled Technologies" mean technologies set forth by Categories 1
through 15 of Appended Table of the Foreign Exchange Order (Cabinet Order
No. 260 of 1980; hereinafter referred to as "the FEQ").
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"List-controlled Goods" means goods set forth by Categories 1 through 15 of

Appended Table 1 of the Export Trade Control (Cabinet Order of No. 378 of

1949; hereinafter referred to as "the ECQO").
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"Catch-all Control* means a control measure that requires filing a license
application to the Minister of Economy, Trade and Industry (hereinafter
referred to as “the Minister”) in case the technologies set forth by Category
16 of the FEO appended Table or goods set forth by Category 16 of the ECO
Appended Table 1 could be used for development, etc., of weapons of mass
destruction or conventional weapons
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"Applicability Classification” means to determine whether or not the
technologies to transfer or goods to export are applicable to the List-
controlled Technologies or Goods.
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"Transaction Screening” means, in addition to Applicability Classification of
the technologies to transfer or goods to export, to verify the end-use and the
end-user (one who receives or uses the technologies, one who imports or
uses the goods, or its agency; this may also be called "Recipient”) and then
decide whether or not the Transaction should be made as the University.
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"Weapon of Mass Destruction” (hereinafter referred to as "WMD") means
nuclear weapons, chemical/bacterial warfare agents or the device for
deployment thereof or the rocket or unmanned aerial vehicle for
transportation thereof.
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"Conventional Weapons" means non-WMD weapons set forth by Category 1
of the Appended Table 1 of the ECO.
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"Development, etc. of WMD" means development, manufacture, use or
storage of WMDs.
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"Development, etc. of Conventional Weapons" means development,
manufacture, or use of conventional weapons.
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“‘Resident” means a natural person or corporation that is deemed as a
resident in accordance with Sections 6-1-5 and -6 (Residency Judgment
Criteria) of "Interpretation and Operation of the FEO" (No. 4672 issued on
November 29, 1980).
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“‘Non-resident” means a natural person or corporation who is other than a
Resident.
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“Specific-category Person” means one (limited to a Resident regarded as a
natural person) who is shown in 1(3) k (i)-(iii) regarding act or transaction
providing technologies that require a license based on in Paragraph 1, Article
25 of the Act and Paragraph 2, Article 17 of the FEO (4TECB, No. 492).
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(17) “OIST Members” means the members stipulated in Paragraph 1, Article 7 of

These Rules apply to all operations relating to the Transfer of Technologies and the
Export of Goods conducted by the OIST Members.

The basic policy of the University is as follows:

The University shall not conduct the Transfer of Technologies and the Export
of Goods which may interfere with the maintenance of international peace
and security.
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The University shall comply with the FEFTA, etc., and when the license of the
Minister is required, the University shall responsibly obtain such license.
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The University shall appoint officers responsible for the SEC, properly
establish and enhance the SEC system in order to ensure implementation of
the SEC.

The Chief SEC Officer (hereinafter referred to as "CSQO") shall be the President
of the University.
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CSO shall be responsible for the final decisions on critical matters for SEC in
addition to establishment/revision/repeal of these Rules, and development of
recurrence prevention measures against an incident of breach of the FEFTA, etc.
or these Rules.

The CSO shall appoint the Secretary General of the University to the SEC
Administrator (hereinafter, "the Administrator") responsible for overseeing the
SEC operations.
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The Administrator shall oversee the SEC operations at the University following
the direction of the CSO and implement operations stipulated in these Rules,
including but not limited to development of revision/repeal drafts of these Rules;
institution/revision/repeal of the operational procedures (detailed rules); grasp of
the Specific-category Persons; final approval of the Applicability Classification
and the Transaction Screening results; and procedures for applying for
permission from the Minister for the SEC, document management, audit,
instruction and training/education for the SEC.

Under the Administrator, an SEC manager (hereinafter, “the Manager”) shall be
appointed to manage administrative processes pertinent to the SEC, which is
served by the Section Leader of Rules and Compliance Section.
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2  The Manager shall assist the Administrator and conduct operations stipulated in
these Rules, including but not limited to approving the Pre-screening Sheets and
the Screening Forms, providing the consultation service on inquiries.
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3 The Administrator may appoint a SEC Examiner (hereinafter, “the Examiner”) to
assist the Manager and facilitate the smooth SEC administrative processes.

Responsibility of the Provost, Vice Presidents and Deans are as follows.
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(1) To instruct Faculty Members and Section Leaders to conduct the Transaction
properly and supervise the Transaction in compliance with the FEFTA, etc. and
these Rules.
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(2) To confirm that the Pre-screening Sheet, the Applicability Classification, the
Transaction Screening and procedures for applying for a license from the
Minister for the Transactions that Faculty Members or Section Leaders will
conduct are accurately described.

Responsibilities of Faculty Members and Section Leaders are as follows.
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(1) To supervise her/his subordinate OIST Members to conduct the Transaction
properly in compliance with the FEFTA, etc. and these Rules.
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To confirm that the Pre-screening Sheets, the Applicability Classification, the
Transaction Screening and procedures for applying for a license from the
Minister made by her/his subordinate OIST Members are accurately described.

When any OIST Member intends to conduct the Transaction, she/he shall verify
information about the concerns over the end-users, the applicability on the Non-
resident and the Specific-category Person, and whether or not an exemption (for
technologies in the public domain or for research activities in fundamental
science) is applicable, based on the "Pre-screening Sheet" that is set forth
separately herein, and then obtain the approval of the Manager as to whether or
not the Transaction Screening procedures are required. When the Transaction
Screening is deemed to be obviously required, the pre-screening using "Pre-
screening Sheet" can be omitted.
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The OIST Member’s immediate supervisor shall confirm that the Pre-screening
Sheet referred to in the preceding Paragraph is accurately entered.
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The Manager shall review the Pre-screening Sheet and determine whether or
not the Transaction Screening is necessary.
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Notwithstanding the provisions of the Paragraphs 1 through 3, the OIST Member
may waive the preparation of the Pre-screening Sheet if it is determined that the
Transaction is obviously not to be subject to the SEC.
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If the Transaction Screening is determined to be necessary through the pre-
screening described in Paragraph 3, the OIST member shall issue the Screening



Form set forth separately and verify the matters defined in Articles 11
[Applicability Classification], 12 [End-use Verification] and 13 [End-user
Verification], and follow the Transaction Screening procedure set forth in Article
14.
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If the Transaction Screening is determined to be unnecessary through the pre-
screening described in the Paragraph 3, the OIST members may proceed with
the Transaction.

If the Transaction Screening is determined to be necessary, the OIST members

shall carry out the Applicability Classification as to whether the technologies or

goods fall under the List-controlled Technologies or List-controlled Goods and

issue a "Classification Form".
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Applicability Classification shall be conducted as follows:
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OIST members who may conduct transfer of technologies or export of goods
studied/developed in the University shall prepare necessary technical
documents, and carry out the Applicability Classification on whether or not
they fall under the List-controlled Technologies or the List-controlled Goods
based on the latest FEFTA, etc.
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OIST members who may conduct transfer of technologies or export of goods
obtained from a party outside the University shall obtain an Applicability
Classification certificate or the like from such party, and appropriately conduct
Applicability Classification in the same manner as in the preceding item.
However, obtaining such documents from such party can be excepted if,



without obtaining such documents from such party, the Applicability
Classification by the University of the technologies or goods is possible
through the procedures described in the preceding item.

When the Transaction Screening is determined to be necessary, OIST members shall
verify whether or not there is any concern that the Technologies or Exports may be
use for the Development, etc. of WMDs or Conventional Weapons by using an "End-
use” Check Sheet and an "Apparent” Guideline Sheet set forth separately.

When the Transaction Screening is determined to be necessary, OIST members shall,
using "End-user Check Sheet” and "Apparent Guideline Sheet” set forth separately ,
verify whether or not the end-users of the technologies or goods are:
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(1) with cause to suspect existence/identity of the parties involved in the
transfer/export route;
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(2) listed on the "Foreign End-user List" published by METI;
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(3) designated in the obtained documents that the end-user conducts/conducted
Development, etc., of WMD/Conventional Weapons; or
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(4) affiliated with military force or a military-related institution or other institution
equivalent thereto.

1  When the Transaction Screening procedures are determined to be necessary,
OIST members shall fill out a Screening Form prescribed separately from these
Rules in light of list control and the Catch-all Control and obtain approvals of the
Manager in the first screening and of the Administrator in the second screening.
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2 Information including the destination, the name of the technologies/goods, the
end-users and end-uses shall be specified in the Screening Form, with
documents required for the screening attached.

1 When a Transaction requires a license of the Minister, an application shall be
fled based on the Act after the screening stipulated in Paragraph 1 of the
preceding Article. The Administrator shall handle the application thereof.
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2  The documents to be filed for such license application must be correctly filled
based on the facts.
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3 OIST Members who may conduct Transfer of Technologies or Export of Goods
that requires a license pursuant to the FEFTA, etc., shall not conduct the
Transaction thereof unless such license is obtained

1 Upon conducting Transfer of Technologies, OIST Members shall confirm that the
procedures for Pre-screening set forth in Article 10 and for Transaction
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Screening set forth in Article 14 were conducted. They shall also confirm that a
license of the Minister has been obtained if the transfer requires a license
pursuant to the FETA, etc. However, if the Transaction Screening is deemed
unnecessary based on the pre-screening set forth in Paragraph 1 Article 10, the
Transaction Screening procedure set forth in Article 14 are not required.
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Unless the confirmation described in the preceding Paragraph is completed, no
OIST Members shall carry out such Transfer of Technologies

Upon conducting Export of Goods, OIST Members shall confirm that the
procedures for pre-screening set forth in Article 10 and for Transaction Screening
set forth in Article 14 were conducted, as well as the goods are identical to the
information provided in the shipping documents, and additionally that a license
of the Minister has been obtained if the Export of Goods requires a license
pursuant to FEFTA, etc. However, if the Transaction Screening is deemed
unnecessary based on the pre-screening set forth in Article 10, the Transaction
Screening procedure set forth in Article 14 is not required.
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Unless the confirmation described in the preceding Paragraph is completed, no
OIST members shall conduct the Export of Goods.
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If any incident occurs during the customs clearance, OIST members shall
immediately suspend such export process and promptly report the incident to
the Manager. The Manager shall discuss the incident with the Administrator to
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take appropriate measures.

OIST Members shall submit a SEC pledge to the Manager. The Manager may collect
a SEC pledge from non-OIST Members who are engaged in education or research
activity at the University.

OIST members shall submit a pledge on applicability to specific categories to the
Manager. When there is any change in the applicability to specific categories, OIST
Members shall resubmit the pledge immediately. The Manager may collect the pledge
from non-OIST Members who are engaged in education or research activity at the
University.

OIST members shall retain documents, drawings or electromagnetic recordings
related to the SEC for at least 7 years from the date of the Transaction, under the
instructions of the Administrator and the Manager.

Under direction of the Administrator, the Manager shall periodically conduct audits to
confirm that the SEC of the University is properly implemented in accordance with
these Rules.

The Administrator may conduct the survey on the possession of the List-controlled
Technologies and the List-controlled Goods to properly and effectively implement the
SEC.

The Administrator shall provide OIST Members with instructions required for
disseminating the latest FEFTA, etc. as well as compliance with the relevant
regulations.

Under direction of the Administrator, the Manager shall provide OIST members with
periodic training to secure understanding of the significance of FEFTA, etc., and these
Rules, and to ensure steady implementation of the SEC.

Article25 #25%
1  When any OIST members come to know a fact of a breach or a potential breach
of FEFTA, etc., or these Rules, they shall promptly report the fact to the Manager.

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2  When such fact in the preceding Paragraph is reported, the Manager shall
promptly notify the Administrator of the fact, and investigate the fact, and then
shall report the results thereof to the Administrator
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3 If a breach or a potential breach of FEFTA, etc. becomes apparent from the
report described in the preceding Paragraph, the Administrator shall report the
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incident to the CSO, and instruct sections concerned to take response measures.
The Administrator shall also report the incident to the government authorities
without delay. In addition, the CSO shall take measures necessary for preventing
recurrence thereof.
