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The appointment of members shall be performed using Attached Form 1.
However, the issuance of Attached Form 1 for the appointment of
members who are employees of the Corporation may be omitted when
approved by the Provost.
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The Specification Formulation Committee shall have a Chairperson, who
shall be appointed by the Provost from among the members.
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The Chairperson shall convene the Specification Formulation Committee.
